the entire UIR Kyiv — UKBUFRA,
covering UTA Lviv, UTA Kyiv, UTA
Dnipro-North, UTA Dnipro-South, UTA
Odesa-North  and UTA Odesa-South,
planned for the summer 2022.

Within particular FRA areas, AOs may plan user-
preferred trajectories by means of DCT between
FRA Significant Points or via the existing ATS
Route Network or a combination of both.

As a result, the AOs will benefit from flying time
and mileage savings and therefore from a
reduction in fuel consumption.
